Installer Instructions for Hardwirebox
“This "Installer instruction for Hardwire box” is for reference only. The Hardwire box is not part of our product”

Step1. Select one of the 1/2"” Knockouts that will be used for wiring the box and snap it out with a flat head screwdriver

Step2. Remove the three screws from the top of the box and over the top off. Select an appropriate bushing for the type of 1/2” trade
conduit or wiring that will be used. Install the bushing in the knockout selected.

Step3. Mount the box with appropriate screws or fasteners to the mounting surface using the four counter sunk holes in the bottom.

Step4. Replace the box top and secure with the three screws. Connect the conduit to bushing if conduct was used.

Step5. Connect the first DIMSUIM Portable luminaire to the connector on the box with one of the interconnecting cords.

The direction of the supply must be observed prior to installation (IN...OUT). Fixing of the luminaires takes place via mounting clips. These

must be fixed at the required point with a wood screw and the luminaire can be snapped in place. Impress the cover carefully at OUT at
the last luminaire of a lighting row and fix it.

Mounting Instructions

The units shall be attached to a mounting surface such as metal or wood, and if attached to drywall, the screws shall
penetrate the drywall and still allow 1/2 inch to penetrate stud.

DIMSLIM Portable luminaire should be installed on a circuit free of inductive loads.
